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Getting to the Everett Events Center >»»

By Car:

From the north: Use I-5 exit 194 (Everett Avenue/City Center). Follow Everett Avenue to
Broadway Avenue. Take a left on Broadway. The Everett Events Center is at Hewitt and
Broadway avenues.

From the south: Use I-5 exit 193 (Pacific Avenue). Turn left onto Pacific Avenue. Continue
to Broadway Avenue and turn right.

From the east: Take Highway 2 across the Hewitt Avenue trestle and follow the exit to
Hewitt Avenue. Turn left on Maple Street and right on Hewitt Avenue. Continue to Broadway
Avenue. The Everett Events Center will be on your left.

By Train:
Use the train to get to Everett Station. The Everett Events Center is just a short walk west.

By Bus:

Use the bus to get to the Everett Events Center. Everett Transit, Sound Transit and
Community Transit have several routes that stop directly at the Center or are within walking
distance. (See back panel for transportation information)

By Ferry:

From Mukilteo: Proceed south on Mukilteo Speedway for three-tenths of a mile and turn
left onto Fifth Street. Continue west on Fifth Street (turns into Mukilteo Boulevard) for five
miles. As Mukilteo Boulevard changes to 41st Street, turn left on Rucker Avenue. Continue
north and turn right on Hewitt Avenue. Continue east on Hewitt. The Events Center will
be on your right.

From Edmonds: Turn right on State Route 104 (Sunset Avenue). Continue on SR 104 for
five miles and take the ramp onto northbound I-5 (Everett/Vancouver B.C.). Continue on
I-5 and use exit 193 (Pacific Avenue). Turn left on Pacific Avenue and then right on Broadway
Avenue. The Events Center will be at the corner of Broadway and Hewitt avenues.

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General Parking

There are several thousand parking spaces available on-
street and in parking lots within the downtown area
surrounding the Everett Events Center. Free parking is
available at Everett Station, 3201 Smith Ave. Everett
Station is only four blocks away from the Everett Events
Center. A number of public and private lots provide event
parking and are within walking distance of the Center.
Rates vary and are established by individual lot operators.

Disabled parking at the Events Center: There are eight
disabled parking spaces along Oakes Avenue, on the
west side of the Everett Events Center, for people with
disabled parking permits.
